Guidelines for Admission to Doctoral Program in

Admission Policy
The program welcomes individuals who have a high level of academic ability in the
natural sciences and are able to apply this ability to novel situations; those who
challenge themselves to explore and unravel the laws of nature while building up a sense
of interdisciplinarity and internationalization; and those who are able to pioneer new
research areas in the natural sciences.

1. Eligibility for Application
Applicants are supposed not to have Japanese nationality (and not to have permanent
residence in Japan), and must satisfy either of the following two:
(1) The applicant has received a master's degree, or is expected to receive before
March 31, 2024.
(2) The applicant is deemed to possess academic ability equivalent or superior to that
of a graduate with a master's degree.

5. Procedure for Application

Applicant’s full name must be written in the subject line of the e-mail.
Application Deadline: 3:00PM on November 10th, 2023. (Japan Standard Time)

Notes:

(1) Applicants will be notified of the examinee’s numbers by e-mail after the
application documents are received. If you do not receive the e-mail by November
17, please contact the Student Affairs Section, Graduate School of Science (ri-
ryu@t.mail.nagoya-u.ac.jp ).

(2) Applicants with disabilities who require special consideration in taking the entrance
examination must submit a written request to the Student Affairs Section, Graduate
School of Science by November 10, 2023, with the following three items.

(a) Application form for special considerations for entrance exams (including
information on the applicant's disability, issues for which the applicant wish to
receive special consideration in taking the exam and the justification for such
requests, etc. with any style).

(b) A doctor's certificate or disability certificate (a copy is acceptable) that
describes the applicant's disability.

(c) A letter of support from a third party who knows the applicant's disability.
Other documents can be included.

If you have a special request for entrance examination, or even any
academic activities upon entering into our program, please contact
the Student Affairs Section, Graduate School of Science by the
application deadline.

6. Selection Method (Entrance Examination)

Entrance Examination will be conducted within two weeks after the Application
Deadline. Selection of a successful applicant will be made through screening of each
candidate on the application document and an interview (through internet-based
interview, etc.).

7. Announcement of Results

The result will be announced on December 11, 2023, on a board in front of the office
of Student Affairs Section, located at the Building C Room 101. The results will also be
announced on the website of Graduate School of Science (https://www.sci.nagoya-
u.ac.jp) on December 12, 2023. Successful applicants will be notified by documents in
early January, 2024.

After passing the examination, successful applicants will be required to submit an
official certificate of completion for Master's program and academic transcript for the
full term as Master's student (if not submitted already).
